That Easter Event 
Jesus' resurrection defied every belief of his era. 

First, a bodily resurrection was unthinkable 

to the ancient Greek-Roman world.  Their idea of  

salvation was liberation from the body.  No soul, 

having escaped the body, would ever want it back! 

But, second, didn't the ancients believe in 

gods dying and rising again?  Yes, but nobody      

believed resurrection happened to individual        

humans. 

Even for Jews, resurrection was not a private 

event.   They knew a general resurrection would    

happen one day (Daniel 12.1-2), but only at the end 

of world history.  

Third , not even Jesus' own disciples           

anticipated his resurrection, despite his foretelling it 
in advance! 

So, fourth , the totally unexpected happened.  

The early Christians did not invent the empty tomb.  

They did not invent the meetings and sightings of 

the risen Jesus.  Eye-witnesses confirmed its truth. 

His overjoyed disciples saw that God had 

done a new thing, that life would never be the same 

again, that what Jesus had been telling them        

beforehand was all true. 
When someone foretells such an unheard-of 

event, and then it happens, and witnesses see it with 
their own eyes, how could it not be believed? 

Jesus' disciples had nothing to tell the world  
-  until they saw the risen Jesus 

    Great news!  Jesus wants to share his   
resurrection power with us.
