Why does God allow evil and suffering? 
 

First , though the Son of God let wicked men    

afflict him, even putting him to death, we still can't      

answer why God allowed it.  Nor why he continues to   

allow all the pain and evil in the world.  We don't know 

the answer. 

But, second, we do know what the answer isn't!  It 

isn't that God is indifferent or aloof from our awful    

situation. It isn't that he ignores our agony.   No!   He  

regarded our misery and distress so seriously that he  

willingly took it upon himself!  

Jesus made that very clear.  He said, òI have come 

down from heaven, not to do my     own will, but the will 

of him who sent me.ó  John 6.38.  And what was God's 

will?  Through  Jesus becoming òa sacrifice for our sins, he 

solved the sin problem for good  -  not only ours, but the 

whole world's.ó  1 John 2.2 (The Message). 

So, third , we know even further what the answer 

isn't.  It isn't that God doesn't love us!  Only his love 

could drive him to identify so closely with us in our   

shortcomings and failure, wooing us to himself, calling us 

to turn from our sin, offering us his forgiveness.
