
FOLLOWSHIP MEANS - GRATITUDE 
 

There is a tendency for some parents and educationalists to not expect 
children to say "thank you" unless they really feel like saying it. They   
argue that to say 'thank you' when they don't feel thankful, is teaching 
them to be a hypocrite. Yet that is not even close to how real gratitude 
works. Essentially, Gratitude is not an emotion, - it's an action . When 
you say "thank you" ï it is largely for the benefit of the other person: It's 
about their feelings, not yours. The Psalms often referred to the 
"sacrifice of thanksgiving". David (Psl 116:17) said: "I will offer to thee 
the sacrifice of thanksgiving, and will call upon the name of the Lord."  

As followers of Jesus  thankfulness is the proper response to the 
goodness of God. We say "thank you" because he is good, not just     
because we happen to feel good at the moment. 

During our óImaginationô series ï we have entered afresh the great 
story of God. When we get a grip on THIS great story we are more likely 
to respond with grateful hearts, moved by our emotions, intellect and 
spirit. FOLLOWSHIP calls us to learn  how to be thankful . So why not 
put on the garment of praise ï as a good follower of Jesus !
