First , should we criticise Christians 

when we see non-church people living better 

lives?

When Judas, one of 

Jesus' own disciples, betrayed him, the other 

disciples didn't say, ñOh well, if that's      Chris-

tianity we don't want any more to do with it!ò 

Third , surely it's safe for us to criticise       

hypocrites?  Of course!  But for our criticism to 

be   effective, where will we get our list of vir-

tues such as truthfulness, uprightness, purity, 

etc.?   Actually, we get them from the Bible. 

 It is good that we recognise the Bible's 

true worth.  Let's keep doing that!
