Winning Attention  

Two thousand years ago Jesus knew how to win    

attention; he used so-called òmodernó marketing techniques. 

First , he obviously understood the importance of  

human interest.  When Harold Evans, one time editor of the 

Sunday Times was asked, òWhat is news?ó he said, òNews is 

people.  It is people talking and people doing.ó  If Jesus had 

said, òDo the right thing for your neighbour,ó who would 

have remembered that?  Instead, he told the human interest 

story of the Good Samaritan. 

Second, he kept his messages brief.  For example, the 

Good Samaritan story is told in just seven sentences. 

  Luke 10.30-35. 

Third , he used active verbs.  The Good Samaritan 

story contains no less than twenty-eight active verbs, and 

they build to a climax: eight of them are in the story's last 

sentence! 

Fourth , he used repetition.  See the parables of the 

kingdom of heaven.  Matthew 13. 

Fifth, he created sensation.  He shocked his  listeners 

when he said to them, òLove your enemies.ó  Matthew 5.44. 

Sixth , he used simple language.  Consequently his 

message  -  which is the basis of Christianity -  has reached 

into radically different cultures more than the teachings of 

any other of the major religions of the world have been able 

to do.
